Complete and return a recycle request form (enclosed) to the City of Fruita if you wish to participate in the voluntary recycle program.
PLEASE NOTE: WHEN A HOLIDAY FALLS ON YOUR SCHEDULE WEEK, RECYCLING WILL BE PICKED UP ON SATURDAY RATHER THAN FRIDAY.

The following materials (ONLY) are accepted:

Newspaper and inserts
Magazines

Aluminum and Steel (tin) cans

All RIGID plastic containers labeled #1 through #7
Office paper and envelopes
Corrugated cardboard boxes

Glass bottles or jars of any color

Cardboard items such as cereal boxes

Place newsprint, magazines, office papers, envelopes and lightweight cardboard IN ONE BIN.

Place clean cans, plastic bottles and glass bottles IN ONE BIN. Do not bag them, as they must
be manually de-bagged prior to processing.

Flatten corrugated boxes and remove all the packing materials and place next to the bins.
When broken down they should not be larger than 2 ft by 3 ft.
