A recycle request form (enclosed) must be completed and returned to the City of Fruita if you wish to participate in the voluntary recycle

program.

The following materials (ONLY) are accepted:
Newspaper and all inserts

Magazines

Aluminum and steel (tin) cans

Plastic bottles labeled #1 and #2

Office paper and envelopes

Corrugated cardboard boxes

Place newsprint, magazines, office papers and envelopes
IN ONE BIN

Place clean cans and plastics in one recycle container. Do
not bag them, as they must be manually de-bagged prior
to processing.

Flatten boxes and remove all the packing materials and
place next to the bins. When broken down they should

not be larger than 2 ft by 3ft.
